JUNE 2024 COUNCIL REPORT: 
• Discussions continued on upkeep to the parsonage.  First, the dishwasher has been found to be leaking.  

Council has approved the purchase of a new dishwasher for the parsonage.  We will begin to obtain quotes.  
Second, Pastor Ryan requested that he would like bookshelves placed on a wall near his basement office.  
Council will continue to look into this matter.  Third, we are currently waiting on an estimate for radon 
mitigation for the parsonage. 

• Council agreed to have Jodi Oppenhuizen with us on Sunday, July 7, to present on her ministry in the Czech 
Republic. 

• Council agreed to have Ryan Faber with us Sunday, August 18, to present on his ministry in Zambia.  He will 
also deliver the message that morning. 

• The annual Musical Tapestry Service will be held the evening of Sunday, August 18. 
• Our Candlelight Services will be held on Saturday and Sunday evenings, December 7 and 8. 
• It was agreed to have our church picnic at Caldwell Park this year.  The date is set as September 15 . 
• The Elders collaborated with Pastor Ryan on our celebration of the Lord’s Supper for Sunday, June 16.  This 

will be his first sacrament with us, and he asked for clarification on the preparations for and logistics of the 
service.
